• Salsa dance lesson
• Classic American car tour of greater Havana - 1 hour ending on the Malecon 

(“Embarcadero,” Havana’s social gathering place, with a brief walk to the 
iconic Hotel Nacional, HQ of the Cuban Revolution, home to the Mob, Mafia, 
international movie stars and glitterati through Havana’s “Roaring ‘50’s”

• Lunch at café
• Visit the Havana community of Jaimanitas for a walking tour through

“Fusterlandia,” neighborhood ceramic art project of “The Picasso of Cuba” 
Jose Fuster

• Dinner at paladar
• Buena Vista Social Club show
